Wally Rhines, ETIC Chair, opened the meeting with an overview of the meeting agenda. He asked for a
motion to approve the draft minutes of the 4/25/03 meeting. Skip Rung pointed out a need to correct the
minutes, as there were references to OECDD that should have been OCKED on page two. The motion
to approve the minutes with this correction was approved. There was a request to rearrange the order of
the agenda to accommodate the schedule of some committee members.
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Federal Funding Task Force Report

Wally Rhines updated the council on the progress of the Federal Funding Task Force that met May 27"
The Task Force’s charter is to explore what other sources of funding ETIC should pursue and how. At
the Task Force’s meeting, university members briefed the industry members on the current process used

to secure federal funding for their campuses.
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Wally presented the following slide identifying possible roles ETIC could assume by either working
within the existing system and/or establishing new ways to achieve funding goals.

Possible Roles for ETIC

*Help develop a regional proposal possibly with Oregon, Washington and Idaho
*Help develop multi-campus initiatives and consortia with Oregon businesses
*Develop subset of $40M plan that would fit federal-funding model

*Endorse appropriate campus requests

Influence campus prioritization of the requests

*Serve as an engineering-education task force advising Congressional Delegation making
earmark recommendations for Spring 2004

-Restrict advice to education; or

-Combination of education/research
*General advice on engineering education to:

-Chancellor

-OCKED

-Governor (maybe)

-Congressional Delegation (maybe)

Wally then presented the chart below assessing the roles ETIC could assume with reference to the
various degrees of scope from individual campuses to a regional consortium of states. The chart
identified ‘influence’, ‘advocate’ and ‘endorse’ as roles that ETIC could easily perform and roles such as
‘develop’ plans or ‘advise’ the Governor or Oregon’s Senators that were more debatable. One factor
that will influence which roles are appropriate is how much time members can devote to the roles.

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There was general support among Council members to endorse appropriate campus proposals. This
would increase their chances to be considered as a top-three priority. Wally brought up the need for a
process for campuses to ask ETIC for endorsements. On a related subject, it was pointed out that the
public and private investments that were made via ETIC had the indirect effect of making more federal
grants available to the participating institutions — thereby increasing federal resources even without
explicit involvement by ETIC in federal funding. Because most states do not have an ETIC-like
process, Oregon had the opportunity to become leader in innovative federal-funding proposals. There
was also some concern that the overlap between ETIC and OCKED’s charters would create confusion
on subjects like federal funding.

Action Items:

(1) Wally and Bruce to draft a process for evaluating requests for ETIC endorsement.
(2) Wally and Bruce to create a proposal for how ETIC will cooperate with OCKED.

Update on OMSE

Chancellor Jarvis thanked the Council for their advice regarding the Oregon Master of Software
Engineering (OMSE). He said he was impressed with the work Dick Lytle and his staff had done to
create a high quality program. Nevertheless, the economic viability of OMSE remains challenging in its
present configuration. He announced the formation of an OMSE Task Force to explore alternatives that
utilize the program’s assets and meet the needs of the current market. He named Cynthia Brown of PSU
as the Task Force chair and Dick Knight, Larry Wade and Bruce Schafer as members. [Ed: After the
meeting, Jarvis added Dick Fairley to the Task Force as co-chair.] The Task Force was asked to report
back in sixty days. Chancellor Jarvis also named Bruce Schafer as Interim Director of OMSE. Wally
Rhines commented that the recent debate about the future of the program had stimulated another
possible solution - OGI had asked to receive consideration as a possible home for OMSE.

Potential Bond Funds

Chancellor Jarvis announced that the Governor’s capital budget includes $20M in lottery bond proceeds
that would be available for engineering and computer science. It was critical that ETIC immediately
submit a proposal describing how these funds would be invested. Wally asked campuses to submit
proposals consistent with the current ETIC strategy, goals, and metrics. Proposals are due Monday,
June 16" and ETIC voting members will review them at a meeting on Wednesday, June 18", Bruce
Schafer will create a template for the campuses to follow.

ETIC Membership

Wally Rhines reviewed the qualifications of voting and non-voting ETIC membership. He felt the ETIC
voting membership should be diverse geographically, in types of engineering and the size of companies
represented. He asked SOU, OIT and UO to contact potential industry representatives from their areas
to improve the council’s membership goals.

Scorecards

OGI/OHSU, OIT, OSU, PSU, UO, Saturday Academy and OSU Extension presented scorecards. SOU
submitted an updated scorecard but did not present it because they had done so at the meeting on April

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Scorecard Task Force Update

Bruce Schafer said the Task Force had met once to discuss its charter. The Task Force will work
through the summer and report in the fall.

ORTOP Video

Bruce Schafer played a 5-minute video clip documenting the Oregon Robotics Tournament and
Outreach Program State Tournament, which took place this past fall and winter. The program is an
innovative pre-engineering program for 4t _gth grade students throughout Oregon. The program
focuses on including girls, under-represented minorities and students from rural areas. A copy of the
clip is downloadable at http://ortop.org/ORTOPVideo.html.
